Heartfelt Tank

You will need:

MC: 3 x 50g of Rowan Cotton Glace (Pier)

CC: small amount of Rowan Cotton Glace (Hyacinth)

Edging yarn A: small amount of Jaeger Siena (Petunia)

Edging yarn B: small amount of Jaeger Siena (Phlox)

3.75 mm knitting needles

2.3mm crochet hook

Yarn needle for seaming

Finished size:

25” around chest; length is 13”.
Gauge:

23 sts and 32 rows to 4 inches over st st

Back:

With MC, cast on 80 stitches. Starting with a K (RS) row, work in st st.

Row 21(RS): decrease 1 stitch at each end of the row. 
Row 41(RS): as row 21.

Row 61(RS): as row 21. 74 stitches.
Work in st st for another 9 rows; ending with a P (WS) row. 

Shape armholes: 

Still working in st st, bind off 5 stitches at the beginning of the next 2 rows. 64 stitches.

Decrease 1 st at each armhole edge of the next 3 rows. 58 stitches.

Next row (WS): P 1. 
Decrease 1 st at each armhole edge of next row and foll alt row. 54 stitches.*
Decrease 1 st at each armhole edge of foll alt row. 52 stitches.

Cont in st st for another 21 rows, ending with a P (WS) row.

Shape back neck:

Next row (RS): K until there are 13 stitches on the right needle, then turn, leaving the remaining stitches on a stitch holder. 
Next row (WS): Bind off 2 stitches at the start of the row. P to end.

Next row (RS): K.

Next row (WS): Bind off 2 stitches, P to end. Leave remaining 9 stitches on waste yarn for 3-needle bind-off. 

With RS facing, rejoin yarn to the stitches on holder. Bind off 26 stitches at K to end. 13 stitches. Work as for the other side, reversing shapings. Leave remaining 9 stitches on waste yarn for 3-needle bind-off. 

Front:
Work as for back until *, but at the same time, work heart motif in CC using the intarsia method, starting from the 37th row.  (motif charted below)  

Start neck shaping:

Next row (RS): Decrease 1 st at the beginning of the row. Work until there are 18 stitches on the right needle and turn, leaving the remaining stitches on a stitch holder.

Next row (WS): Bind off 3 stitches at the start of the row, P to end. 15 stitches. 

Next row (RS): K.

Next row (WS): Bind off 2 stitches at the start of the row, P to end. 13 stitches.

Next row (RS): K.

Next and foll 3 alt rows: Dec 1 stitch at neck edge (WS). 9 stitches. 

Cont in st st until armhole measures the same as for back.  Leave remaining 9 stitches on waste yarn for 3-needle bind-off. 

With RS facing, rejoin yarn to the stitches on holder. Bind off 16 stitches, K to end and dec 1 st at end of row. 18 stitches. 

Work as for the other side, reversing shapings.  Leave remaining 9 stitches on waste yarn for 3-needle bind-off. 

Assembly and finishing:

Block pieces. 

Join shoulder seams with 3-needle bind-off.

Join side seams.

With edging yarn A, work a row of evenly spaced double crochet around the lower edge, neck edge and armhole edges. (I found that a ratio of 1 dc per knit stitch/row works fine, especially post-blocking) 
With edging yarn B, add a row of picot trim at the lower edge and neck edge as follows: sc in dc of previous row, **ch 3, sc in 1st ch, skip 1 dc of previous row, sc in next dc of previous row, repeat from **.
